Energy Policy and Resources   
Key Activities related to Traditional Energy: 

• Publish Missouri Energy Bulletins twice per month.  

• Assess impacts of energy supply disruptions to Missouri.  

• Maintain Missouri’s plan for energy assurance and responds 
to energy emergencies. 

• Review regulated electric utilities' long term resource plans.  

• Identify energy needs, primary sources and supply/demand 
costs.

Dept. of Agriculture (MDA)  

• Coordinate fuel waivers for St. Louis 

and Kansas City with the Division of  

Weights and Measures in the event of 

fuel shortage.  

• Propane related issues.  

 



Dept. of Public Safety  

• Confirm propane or other petroleum 

related shortages or disruptions that may 

require a waiver from federal/state Hours 

of Service standards for commercial 

transporters.  

 

 

 



Public Service Commission (PSC) 

• Work with PSC and provide support where 
necessary to address electric and natural 
gas service provided by investor-owned 
regulated utilities during an emergency 
event. 

• Energy and Environment Integration – DE 
meets with PSC and Air Program staff to 
share information. 
 



State Emergency Management Agency  

• Coordination of resource management 

that includes transportation fuel for:  

– Search and rescue. 

– Emergency response vehicles.  

– Aviation fuel. 

– Fuel for electric back up systems. 

– Mobile generators to support shelters and 

food service operations. 



Dept. of Natural Resources  

• Disaster Workgroup - DE works with the 
department's Disaster Workgroup to improve 
overall emergency response coordination by 
divisions and programs.  

• Air & Water Divisions – DE works with Air 
Pollution Control Program on emissions related 
issues and policies and in energy emergencies 
related to water/sewage treatment plants.   

• Energy and Environment Integration – DE meets 
with PSC and Air Program staff to share 
information.
